Guidelines for Abstracts, Full Papers, and Presentation

1) Abstract

Abstracts should be submitted according to the following requirements:

- Maximum 400 words

- Submitted in English or Chinese

- In electronic format

- Deadline for submission of Abstract: July 10t, 2014

2) Full paper

Full papers should be prepared and submitted by the authors according to the
following requirements:

- The length of the printed papers should be between 4 pages and 10 pages
(A4:8.27" x 11.69", 210mm x 297mm).

- Full papers must be written in English or Chinese.

- Full papers containing illustrations in black and white are preferable.

- More details of the full paper as well as the acceptance of the abstract will
be notified on August 10th, 2014.




- Deadline for submission of Full paper: August 30%, 2014

3) Presentation

Presentation should be prepared by the authors according to the following
requirements:

- Presentation material should be prepared in Power Point Presentation file.
- Presentation material must be written in English or Chinese.
